FREE GED Practice Test Available at the  
Public Library of Cincinnati and Hamilton County 

 
In collaboration with Cincinnati Public Schools ABLE Program and Great Oaks 

Institute of Technology and Career Development, the Public Library of Cincinnati and 

Hamilton County will offer free scheduled GED Practice Testing at select library 

locations. 

Testers must be at least 18 years of age and show proof of identity to be admitted 

to the testing session.  The only acceptable identifications approved by the Ohio 

Department of Education are a passport, state ID card, or driver’s license. The test takes 

approximately five hours to complete and must be completed in one testing session.  

Testers may bring a snack and drink with them. GED Practice Testing will be offered at 

these Library locations:
