Two used book sales in November will give readers the opportunity to get a 

head start on the holidays. Both the Friends of the Public Library and the Anderson 

Library Committee will be hosting used book sales with a special emphasis on “gently 

used” coffee table books suitable for gift giving. 

The 4th Annual Holiday & Nearly New Used Book Sale at the Anderson 

Branch Library, 7450 State Road, will be held the weekend of November 7-9. Besides a 

good selection of fiction and children’s books, there will also be art books, collectibles, 

first editions, and specialty books. Proceeds benefit special projects of the Anderson and 

Mt. Washington Branch libraries. 

Of special note will be the Sunday hours—12:00-4:00 p.m.—since the branch 

is normally closed. The book sale will be set up in the meeting room immediately inside 

the branch entrance from the parking lot. “This is a very popular book sale,” said Carol 

Roberto, of the Library Committee. “Most of these oversized books look brand new, and 

we have a lot of customers who buy them as holiday gifts. When you consider that some 

of these books were originally $40 or more a piece, there is a considerable savings.”
