“The sale will include high quality 

books that are suitable for gift giving for the holidays,” said Anne Keller, the Friends’ Executive 

Director. “We will also have a fair variety of coffee table books, good fiction hardbacks, a table 

of CDs and videos (no audio tapes or records), and even a limited selection of art prints.” 

Proceeds benefit special projects of the Public Library of Cincinnati & Hamilton County, 

including purchasing items for the Library’s collection, as well as funding many of the special 

children’s and adult programs throughout the year and the summer reading program. 

“We have something for everyone,” she continued. Prices begin at fifty cents for 

paperbacks, up to $4.00 for current hardbacks. CDs and videos are priced at $3.00. Anyone wishing 

to donate used books and recordings may drop them off year-round at any branch library or the 

Main Library downtown.
