Margaret Peterson Haddix grew up on a farm near Washington Court House, but now lives in
Powell, Ohio along with her husband and two children. A graduate of Miami University with
degrees in English journalism/creative writing and history, her books have been honored with
the International Reading Association’s Children’s Book Award; American Library Association
Best Book and Quick Pick for Reluctant Young Adult Readers notations; and many state
reader’s choice awards.
