irst and second grades. Pairing photography with writing offered students a new 
pportunity to draw on their imaginations to illustrate and understand the meaning of 
ords. Their photographs would be used to teach these words in the next school year. On 

he final day students created boards with sentences that used the word in the photograph.  

he two-week project included 30 energetic and creative children who were 
hotographers, set designers and models. Each child selected a word for the day from the 
ight word lists provided by the teachers, found props, and created a scene that would 
llustrate that word. Students worked in groups of two or three with every student acting 
s a photographer and model. Students learned how to use a professional digital camera, 
ompose a photograph, and use their imaginations to create a photograph that showed a 
pecific word.
