Philip Paul was the legendary studio drummer for King Recémis 1952 to 1964, during
some of its most productive years. He played om 880 recordings including Little Willie
John's "Fever,"” Hank Ballard's "The Twist," anddelie King's "Hide Away." Philip Paul
released a jazz CD in 2003, titl#$ about Timewhich featured Peter Frampton on guitar. Mr.
Paul performs in the Billie Walker Trio at the Cimgatian Hotel every Saturday evening.

Otis Williams is the lead singer of The Charms, a vocal grospadiered while still students at
Withrow High School in Cincinnati. The group hadeel hits for King’'s subsidiary label,
DeLuxe, including “Hearts of Stone” that was # 1tbe R & B charts for nine weeks. The group
had further R&B chart success with "Two Hearts" dwdry Tower.” Mr. Williams continues to
perform with a new Charms group. Currently, a doentary is being made on Mr. Williams and
his recording career.
