Get More From Your Library Card at the Public Libra ry 
 
September 22, 2008 - When times get tough, people look to cut corners. Having a 
library card means not having to buy things you can borrow for free like books, 
music CDs, DVDs, videos, audiobooks on CD or cassette, magazines, sheet music 
and more. It also means having free access 24/7 to the many online services 
available through the Library’s website, which can save time and money. But now it 
means even more for customers of the Public Library of Cincinnati & Hamilton 
County. Time is on their side, especially since they’ll have more of it to enjoy what 
they borrowed. 
 
As of September 15, the Library extended the length of time a library card is valid 
from one year to three. The Library also increased its renewal for most items 
available to borrow from three to five times. That’s two more times (21 x 2 or 42 
more days) to finish reading that novel or listen to that audiobook. Loan periods for 
DVDs and videos will remain at one renewal. Feature films can be borrowed for 4 

days, and non-feature films for 7 days. All other materials can be borrowed for 21 days for each renewal period. With 
these new loan policies in affect, time can only tell, how much more customers will checkout with their Library cards.

SIGN-UP FOR A LIBRARY CARD TODAY – Library cards are free to all Ohio residents who fill out a short form, provide address 
verification, and picture ID. Cards are also free to residents of Boone, Campbell, and Kenton counties in Kentucky and Dearborn 
County, in Indiana with a valid library card from their local library and address verification. Children under the age of 18 may get a card 
with the signed approval of a parent or guardian. Nonresidents may obtain a library card for a small annual fee.
