He joined the Cincinnati Enquirer in 1984 as the Reds 
beat writer. He received numerous awards for his writing in Ohio and Indiana, but left journalism 
in 1990 for a career in television. Hoard worked for WLWT from 1990 through 1993, when he 
joined Fox19 as sports director. His career in television has always puzzled family members and 
close friends. His late uncle, Ted Sebastian, used to say: “Just proves folks will watch about 
anything on TV.”
